Nomination 
The nomination process is open to LifeSciences BC members and non-members alike. You may nominate another company or person you feel excels in the areas described, or submit an application for your own company. Please note that all awards are open to all BC life sciences sectors. All nominations must be made by completing this form. A complete nomination will include: full contact information for the nominee, nominator, a Statement of Nomination (max. 500 words) which addresses how the nominee meets the award criteria, and should detail their major achievements, and the impact of those achievements on the life sciences industry. The nominator must also indicate that the nominee has been informed of the nomination and is willing to stand. 
For nominations to be considered for the 2009 Awards Ceremony, they must be submitted no later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday, January 23rd, 2009. LifeSciences BC will send all Nominators a reply confirming that their nomination has been received. If you do not receive this reply, within 24 hours of submitting your nomination, please contact Barry Gee at 604-602-5226.
Nomination Process and Guidelines 

· Award recipients are chosen by an Adjudication Committee which is made up of members representative of the broad life sciences community, and that is independent from LifeSciences BC Board or Management.

· A separate Nomination Committee will actively seek nominations from the life sciences community. Nominations however do not necessarily need to be submitted to or vetted by this committee in order to be considered eligible.

· All nominations garnered either by members of the Nomination Committee or submitted by other members of the community, must be forwarded to LifeSciences British Columbia management who will confirm the eligibility of the nominee, and that the nomination form is complete before putting the nomination before the Adjudication Committee.

· Awards are open to people that work in the life sciences industry in BC (nominator can reside outside of BC). 

· Previous winners of the awards are not eligible:
· for a second award in the same category;
· for an award in any other categories for two years.

· All nominations must be re-submitted annually in order to be considered. It is the nominator’s responsibility to keep a nomination current.

· All nominations become the property of LifeSciences BC and will be kept confidential. 

· The identities of nominees will not be made public unless they win the award.

· Decisions made by the Adjudication Committee are final and may not be appealed.

· Before announcing the winner, LifeSciences BC will determine that the nominee is willing to receive the award.

· LifeSciences BC will not make posthumous awards.
· The following persons may NOT be nominated:
· Staff of LifeSciences BC

· Serving members of the Adjudication Committee 

· The Adjudication Committee is under no obligation to make an award in any category where, in its opinion, the quality of nominations does not warrant it. The Adjudication may at its discretion, select a Nominee as the award recipient in a category other than the one(s) in which they have been nominated if they feel their achievements better suit another category. 
· Nominators should not expect LifeSciences BC staff to assist in the preparation of a nomination beyond general advice concerning the regulations and proper forms to use. Nor will LifeSciences BC staff offer opinions as to a nomination’s chances of success.

· A maximum of five winners will be chosen from the following categories:

Executive of the Year - Presented to a senior executive who has significantly advanced his or her company in the current year. This will be based on several factors including financing, partnerships, achievement of milestones, growth, etc.

Industry Communication Award - Presented to an individual or organization whose clear messaging of the advantages of life sciences helps with public acceptance of such science or to an individual who has stood out among all others in terms of communicating and promoting the merits and strengths of the BC life sciences industry.

· Contribution Beyond Job Scope 

· Results & Benefits to Greater Community 

Innovation and Achievement - Presented to a scientist who has been responsible for the creation of breakthrough intellectual property which has led to a potential commercial application of relevance whether that be a technology or a product per se. This award is open to major innovations that had reached varying levels of development up to the more advanced stages of regulatory or marketing approval.

Life Sciences Company of the Year - Presented to a company from any life sciences sector that stood out in the current year by achieving major milestones and achieving or nearing commercial success.

· Market Position/Opportunity 

Emerging Life Sciences Company of the Year – Presented to an emerging company from any life sciences sector which although may not yet be nearing commercial success, has achieved significant milestones, and positioned itself well for potential future commercial success.
