Procurement of Antiretroviral Drugs

1. The Ministry of Health and Environment of the Government of Jamaica has received a grant from the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria toward the cost of a Project to Scale Up HIV/AIDS Treatment, Prevention and Policy Efforts in Jamaica, and it intends to apply part of the proceeds of this grant to payments under the contract for antiretroviral drugs.

6. Bidders may quote for any one or more items under this invitation.  Each item shall be evaluated and the contract(s) awarded separately to the firm(s) offering the lowest evaluated price for each item. The Ministry of Health and Environment reserves the right to accept or reject any or all proposal(s) or to re-tender, and to treat its request as a whole package or a part thereof.
7. Bids must be delivered to the address below before 3:00pm local time, Thursday, July 31, 2008. All bids must be accompanied by a bid security of at least 3% of the bid price or an equivalent amount in a freely convertible currency. Late bids will be rejected. Bids will be opened in the presence of the bidders’ representatives who choose to attend at the address below at 3:00pm local time, Thursday, July 31, 2008.
